	Primary teachers are more confident to deliver effective outdoor education meaning more children have the opportunity to engage with active learning. More lessons can be delivered in a forest school setting resulting in less inactive children during typically inactive lessons. 





Children have had the opportunity to be inspired by professional athletes competing at a professional level. Children have left these events wishing to take part in the sports themselves and to bring it back school to set up their own competitions at lunchtimes and playtimes.  


Children attended the Rossendale School Sports Partnerships annual dance competition at King George’s Hall. The children required transport to the competition to be able to compete. The children enjoyed their time at the dance competition and are eager to rejoin the dance club in the next academic year. 

Staff were able to receive coaching from a former cricket player in order to develop their understanding and knowledge of both the sport and coaching within that sport. Staff and pupils were able to take part in 12 sessions of cricket coaching. Pupils were also offered a place on an after school club delivered by the sports coach.
	£7050 for 11 teachers to undertake CPD and for all children to receive quality forest school sessions from a qualified forest school leader. 













£135 – cost for Key Stage 2 children to attend a full day at Lancashire Cricket Club, watching cricket and engaging with cricket-based activities. 

£250 – cost for Key Stage 2 children to attend a training session and attend a match at Burnley Football Club.


£90 – cost of minibus hire to transport children to the dance competition in Blackburn.












£375 – cost of 12 coaching session for 2 members of staff (6 each). Cost also included 6 afterschool clubs delivered by the sports coach.

	The profile of PE and physical activity has been raised to a much high standard than in previous years. Our sporting afterschool offer has increased due to the focus being placed on ensuring our children have a broader experience of a range of sports and activities. Our investment in equipment has been pivotal in ensuring that children have access to quality resources to enhance their experiences of a number of different sports.  


A majority of our pupils have represented the school this academic year in either competitions or sports festivals. There has been a big increase in the number of children competing, as well as the number of competitions the school have entered. Children have gained a good experience of representing their school at a sporting event and they are all eager to do so again. 
	Following this, we will continue to offer a broad, varied range of sporting opportunities for our children. We will continue to work with our pupils to gain their voice on what they would like to see offered within school. 








Following our successful year of sporting competitions (finishing 5th in the RSSP league table for sporting events), as a school we recognise the importance of continuing this progress. Children are now more engaged then ever with attending competitions and putting themselves forward to represent the school. In the following academic year, we look to continue to attend many sporting events, bring more pupils to ensure every child has the chance to represent their school.
